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SANTALS’ CULTURAL HERITAGE:
A BRIEF STUDY

Madan Mohan Soren

Santal, like other tribal groups of India, is the most significant tribal
community, which is scattered over in vast regions of the country, especially in
the state of Odisha, West Bengal, Bihar, Asam, Tripura and Meghalay and reasons
behind such significance are its rich cultural heritage, distinct traditions, customs,
social usages, religious performing as well as vividness of life. Apart from above,
Santal people are also traceable in the countries, like - Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh,
U.S.A, UK. and Mauritius etc. They speak a distinct language, called Santali and
it is belonged to Austro-Asiatic group of language. In India, it is the 17" largest
language and internationally it occupies 83" position. Constitutionally, it is
presently a recognised language, which is included in 8" schedule of Constitution
in 2003.

Santals, as claimed are the descendents of Pilchu Haram and Pilchu Budhi,
who were born from two birds - Hans and Hansli - swan and geese, created at
the very beginning by the God, the Supreme Being. The very popular song, which
is sung hitherto by the Santals narrates the very fact, like -

Hihiri pipiri rebon janam lena
Harata buru rebon hara lena

Khoj khaman rebon khoj lena
Sasang beda rebon jat lena ho.

It denotes that, we were born in Hihiri pipiri and brought up in Harata
buru, settled down in Khoj khaman and distributed our caste and clan at
Sasangbeda. Hence, it is well evident that such historical places of importance
are somewhere in existence in the World. According to some Anthropologists
and Historians, Hihiri pipiri is now located in New Zeiand and Harata buru, a
mountain is derived from the word - Arata, a mountain, which is located in
Turkey now. Sasangbeda, literally means turmeric plain was the scytho - Sasarian
ancient country, existed on the North-West of the Black sea.
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The Santal people had also established their own forts and kingdoms,
although ancient history is silent in this regard, but: - according to Binti, (oral
narrations of santal people in special occasions, like - child birth, wedding
ceremony, purificatory rituals and even in course of propitiation to their Gods
and Goddesses), it reveals that forts and kingdoms were established according to
th? inhabitance of particular clan. For instance, Koynda garh was for Kisku clan
and so, Khairi garh for Hembrom clan. Mardis’ had Badoligarh, Murmus’ -
Champa garh, Tudus’ - Sin garh, Sorens’ - Chaibahargarh, Hansdas' - Kulenpari
garh, Baskeys' - Harbaioyong garh, Besras’ -Bonsariya garh, Kores’ - Jange khole
garh and Pauriyas’ - Bama garh. Like Hindus, Santal people also had their
professions according to their clans. In ancient past Kiskus were the kings, Mardis'
- the riches, Sorens’ - the warriors, Murmus’ - the priests, Hembroms' - the judges,
Tudus’ - the musicians, Besras’ - the dancers, Baskeys’ - the merchents and
Hansdas’ - were regarded as elders. Among others, Champa garh, Badoli garh

and Koynda garh were rich and flourished and this very fact is corroborated in
these songs, like -

Champa garh do lilibichhi
Badoli garh do likhongorhon
Dayage Champa Badoli Koynda
Dayage garh bon bigiyag kan

It connotes that Champa garh is extremely painted and pictured and so are
the Bodoli garh and Koynda garh. It is too pity that we are leaving these forts.
This was the lamentation of ancient Santals, who were perhaps compelled to
leave their forts due to external aggressions or such other reasons.

The Santal people have developed exessive inclination towards their culture
and hence it is no exaggeration to say that, despite advancement of civilization,
their traditions, customs, social usages, practices - all remain unchanged hitherto.
The author therefore thinks it appropriate to depict in brief on various aspects of
Santal aﬂture, those prevalent since ancient days.

Religion : Like other civilized races, Santal people have their own religion,
called - Sarna and in ancient past, it was known on various synonimous, like -
Kherwal dhorom, Jaher dhorom and Sari dhorom etc. As, Santals are the
descedents of Kherwar race along with other tribals, like - Munda, Ho, Kharia,
Oraon etc., they called their religion according to their race - Kherwar. They too
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propitiated their Gods, Goddesses and Deities in Sal grove, in Santali called Jahe,
and so they called their religion as Jaher dhorom. Their religion is based on Truth,
in Santali -Sari and hence it was also known as Sari dhorom in ancient days. Byt
presently it is widely known as Sarna dhorom. It is said that Santal people Spen;
long years like - ten to twenty years in search of Truth and they sat down ang
discussed as to their religion under various trees, like -Atnag (Terminalia
tomentosa), Indian embony, Mohul, Banyan and finally, it was under the Sa
tree, where they traced Truth - their religion. Hence, Sal grove became sacred for
Santals, as symbol of Truth as well as abode of Gods, Goddesses and Deities,
Santal people worship Marang Buru (the Supreme God), Jaher Era (the Supreme
Goddess) and Five and Six other along with other Dieties. Baha (spring festival)
and Magmore festival are celebrated in Jaherthan i.e; in Sal grove and Marang
Buru, Jaher Era and other Deities are propitiated. Baha festival is observed at the
advent of spring and the Deities are offered newly blossomed Sal flowers along
with animal sacrifices and libation of rice beer is made in honour of Deities. No
new flowers are used or fruits are eaten until the Baha festival is over. Magmore
is celebrated before or after harvest and it is for good agricultural productions.
Santal people perform dances in course of Baha and Magmore celebration in

Jaherthan.

Traditions and customs : Santal people follow unique traditions and customs
in course of birth, marriage and death. When a child in Santali family is born,
midwife is immediately called, who cuts umbilical cord of the child with an arrow
and she buries placenta in the pit of cow dung. The village priest along with
other co-villagers are called and given some oil and they bathe anointing with oil
in the name of the child and his father. The entire village is conceived as defiled
and all the Deities too become defiled thereby. Hence it is of special importance
and no wedding ceremony or any kind of worship can take place in the village
until it is finished. After few days of birth, cleansing ceremony is done. One of the
villagers acts as Barber and carefully cuts some hairs of the child. The headman,
villagers and child’s father go for bath and wash and the midwife, along with
other female members of the house and village women too goes for bath and
wash with hairs of child in a leaf-cup and oil. After their return, the child is
bathed and washed by midwife and is handed over to mother, who receives the
child in her hands with some leaves of Atnag (Terminalia tomemtosa) tree- Th.e
child’s name is then announced. Rice is boiled with dried Neem leaves and 1

served to all.
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Santals’ wedding ceremony is too unique in its kind. There is no dowry
system in Santal society. However, the bride side is offered a calf or two, some
traditional sarees, a sacrificial goat, some rice, oil and vermillion. So many marriages
are prevalent among Santal people and notable among them are - (a) Sar sagun
bapla (negotiable marriage on the basis of good omen, (b) Rahi dandi bapla, in
which sindur dan ceremony is performed in shallow flat basket, on which bride
is first carried out from house, (c) Heyon bariat bapla, in which bride is carried on
waist by the elder or the younger brother of the groom, (d) Tunki dipil bapla,
which means carrying a small basket on head. The eider men of the village go to
the house of the bride and bring her to the house of the groom. Later, wedding
ceremony is ritualised, (e) Or idi bapla - the youth first approaches the girl for
marriage, if she agrees or declines, the boy gallops her forcibly by pulling her
hands and later marriage is solemnised. This is done without the knowledge of
others, even without the knowledge of family members of the girl, (f) Or itud
bapla - when the girl is found alone or amidst others, vermillion is suddenly
smeared on her hair-parting by the youth and then the girl will be conceived as
married one and the girl despite her reluctance, will marry the boy, (g) Angir
bapla (marriage in elopement) - when the youth and the girl are in love or they
decide to marry each other, they leave the village and house and stay somewhere
far away from the village. Later, both come or are brought to the house of the
youth and then marriage is ritualised, (h) Tol jotaw bapla (marriage by discovery)
- when the youth and the girl are detected in sexual affairs and they are discovered
by any of the villagers or any member of girl's family, the village council sits with
village headman, Godet-the convener of the village and others and their union is
recognised as a marriage. They are advised to do their wedding rituals later (i)
Sub jotaw bapla (marriage by capture) - Generally, when a girl is in love with a
youth or the girl becomes pregnant by the youth an_d the youth does not want to
marry - in this case, the girl herself or with the assistance of others captures the
youth and takes him to her house. The message is sent to the house of the youth
and the headman of the youth’s village. Council of both the villagers sit with
headmen of both the villages or of the villagers with headman, if both belong to
the same village and their wedding is accomplished accordingly.

In all the marriages, the groom applies dot of vermillion or smears vermillion
on hair parting of the bride. Before application of vermillion, a finger tip vermillion
is dropped on Earth and another finger tip vermillion is smeared on the Iron

made bangle, which is then put round in bride's wrist as a symbol of marriage.

Widow remarriage is too prevalent among Santals.
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In case of death, Santal people too follow so many rites and performing for
disposal of corpse. The dead body is buried or burnt, as the case may be, [, Case
of attainment of normal death, the dead body is burnt, if the death is OCCurreq
when suffering from any incurable dieses, like - Leprosy, small pox, Cholera, th,
dead body is buried under Earth. If the dead body is burnt, three bones, cajjeq
flowers of bones - in Santali Jang Baha are collected from skull, upper arm and
collar and put in a new small earthen pot, which is then buried at the root of ,
tree, located near the house of the deceased. In case, the dead body is buried, 3
handful of Earth is collected from the grave by the chief mourner and then Earth
is burnt and put in earthen pot treating as flowers of bone. And all are same as of
funeral performing. The chief mourner and others go for bath. In the evening, the
villagers gather in the house of the deceased. Three persons act as mediums-one
for Marang buru, another for Dhormo and third one for the deceased. Inside the
house, three mediums sit with winnowing fans before them and they try to get
the spirits of Marang buru, Dhormo and the Deceased by whirling their hands
on sun-dried rice, kept in winnowing fans. When the spirits enter into the bodies
of mediums, they shake their bodies violently and in this moment of afflatus, all
the persons, present their ask various questions to the spirits representing Marang
buru, Dhormo and the Deceased. The Deceased is asked -why he has left this
World and he replies through medium that his term is completed or due to effect
of some evil spirit - he is forced to leave. If, for the evil spirit’s effect, he has left for
another World, he is asked about its remedy which does not cause to the other
members of the family and he then replies for its remedy. Marang buru is asked
whether the Deceased’s words are right or wrong and Marang buru replies
accordingly. If the Deceased's reply was erroneous, Marang buru corrects the
same. Finally, Dhormo is asked - whether both are right or wrong and if their
replies were erroneous, Dhormo corrects them all. It takes about an hour and at
last, water is poured on the mediums and the spirits leave there after. Oiling and
washing ceremony begins and again, the chief mourner along with others §0€°

After some days of death and according to the conveniences of the chief
mourner, Jaan baha tupu i.e, immersion of flowers of bone is performed' in arr)’
sacred river, specially choosen for this very purpose.

SO many ghats in different places in different rivers are at present
chosen and immersion of flowers of bone is performed ritualistically. The last
ceremony in the name of the Deceased is called Bhandan i.e, purificatory
ceremony, which is done after a few days from the return of immersion of flowers
of bone in sacred river and according to the convenience of the chief mourner.
The chief mourner is shaved on the day of purificatory ceremony and he, along
with inmates of house, kinsmen and villagers goes for bath and wash with some
oil, turmeric and soapy earth. In the evening, Marang buru, Dhormo and the
Deceased are evoked through mediums and this time, the Deceased is asked to
keep the inmates of the house and cattle in peace and free from any kind of
trouble. Marang buru is asked to lead the Deceased to the kingdom of death
peacefully. Dhormo, the supreme Deity is asked to supervise all. Some fowls and
goats are sacrificed. Since the Bhandan is finished, the Deceased is allowed to
enter into the kingdom of death and it is believed - with the Bhandan ceremony,
the Deceased is made free from the bondage of king of death. The Deceased is too

assumed as one of the ancestors of the house and he is offered rice beer in all
festivals and celebrations.

Festivals and celebrations : Among others - Sohray, Baha and Sakrat are
the most significant festivals and celebrations of Santals. Sakrat is celebrated after
harvest and it continues for three days. First day is called - Chaundi, second day
- Sakrat and last one is Akhan day. On the day of Chaundi, the house is cleaned
with cow dung, clothes are washed and bath is made in nearby river, tank or
pond. Hair is washed and rinsed with Narka hasa, a kind of soapy earth. In the
evening rice is eaten with fish curry. A pinch of crab grinding, prepared after
putting and baking in ember is too eaten on the very day. The following day is the
day of Sakrat, and it is the day of drinking, eating and merriment. Mutton cake is
prepared with the dust of sun dried rice. Cake is too prepared from the flour of
sun dried rice and molasses. Parched rice is eaten with molasses. Glue - white
liquid, made from rice and rice beer are consumed throughout the day. The family
head after his bath offers cakes, parched rice with molasses and Glue-white liquid
made from rice to the ancestors and all the Bongas (Spirits) of the house and
prays for peaceful life throughout the year. The next day of Sakrat is known as
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Akhan and the youths of the village on the very day go for a hunt to neighbouring
forest or hill. The youths after their hunt go straight to the house of village headmap,
and at afternoon, a Bejhatun ceremony i.e; target shooting by arrows. Is arranged

where youths participate and the youth, who hits the target

by village headman,
is rewarded with new Dhuti in the house of village headman and is served rice

beer. Some people including children and elders lead about a straw made monkey
house to house and collect booty of parched rice, a sheer of rice and rest of earlier
day’s cakes and others from each house. During this hour, they sing songs. In the
evening, the village folks dance and sing in the floor of village street and share
funs among themselves. Sohray is another festival of importance, which is
celebrated after completion of all agricultural activities and before harvest. This is
a festival, celebrated in commemoration of services, rendered by cattle and in this
festival, cattle like - Buffélos, Cows and Bullocks are worshipped, revered and
saluted. Buffalos and Bullocks are baited in open ground of the village. Buffalos
and Bullocks are tied in poles with long strings which facilitate them to move
around easily. One of the villagers acts as Matador, who with his jute stick or
sacks twirls around the Buffalo or Bullock stirring to fury and then Bullock or
Buffalo springs and jumps. At the time drums and mridungs are played. Women
sing songs and this indeed is a very fantastic play between the domestic animals
and the men. After Sun set, the baiting of cattle ends and in evening and
throughout the night the men and women dance and sing. This very significant
festival continues for five days and hence it is called as Hati lekan Sohray literally

means Elephant like festival.

Santal, despite globalisation and advancement of civilization and even
advent of modernity, does not wish to forget his cultural heritage, old traditions,
customs and practices - rather, he makes his efforts to keep alive through ages:
Santal finds it pleasure as he has had such a distinct heritage from his ancestors
and that too indeed gives him a distinct identity among others.

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HEALTH SEEKING BEHAVIOUR AND
INDIGENOUS HEALTH CARE PRACTICES OF
JUANGS INHABITING IN KEONJHAR
DISTRICT OF ODISHA

Dr. Deepak Kumar Ojha’

Abstract: The present study intends to assess the attitude
towards health among the Juang tribal group inhabiting in
Keonjhar district of Odisha. It includes their faith, beliefs and
health seeking behaviour, as well as the indigenous methods
adopted to deal with illness. The study is conducted in Kundhei
and Ghungi villages of Gonasika block that are largely inhabited
by the Juangs and said to be the original inhabitation of them.
By adopting the qualitative methodological approach, the study
has tried to identify existing healing rituals, perception about
the existing health system, the role of indigenous medicine
among the Juang people and the integration of traditional
medicine with the prevailing reproductive and child health
programmes provided from the mainstream health system.

Introduction

Health is normally considered as the level of functional
and metabolic efficiency of a living organism. In humans it is the ability of
individuals or communities to adaptand self-manage when facing physical, mental
or social changes. The World Health Organization (WHO) defined health in its
broader sense in its 1948 constitution as “a state of complete physical, mental,
and social well-being and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity” (WHO,
2006). However, the approaches and perceptions of .h-ealth, .111ness and health-
seeking behaviour differ from communities to communities basing on their culture.

f Tribal Language and Culture (ATLC), Bhubaneswar.
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Health-seeking behaviour studies acknowledge that health control tools,
where they exist, remain greatly under or inadequately used. Understanding
human behaviour is prerequisite to change behaviour and improve health practices.
Experts in health interventions and health policy became increasingly aware of
human behavioural factors in quality health care provision. In order to respond
to community perspectives and needs, health systems need to adapt their strategies
taking into account the findings from behavioural studies.

Tribal people live in forests and depend completely on the land and forest
for their daily needs. Hence, for their medical problems, they prefer to be treated
by the Medicine Man (Shaman) locally known as Jani, Raaudia, Ojha or Baida
with traditional medicine, which essentially uses extracts from herbs, roots and
leaves found in forest. Due to their easy accessibility and availability, these healers
wield significant influence over the health seeking behaviour of the tribal groups.
The findings of the study provide an insight into the reasons why tribal people
have different health issues and health seeking behaviours in the present scenario,
when, as a nation, we have the most modern health system in place. The study
also reflects on why these people still follow obsolete practices and why it may be
necessary for them to have a separate system. The tribes, by and large, are animists,
that is, they worship nature, and hence, they derive maximum comfort from
organic material and methods of treatment. The community feels alienated at
institutions such as district hospitals, which are generally staffed by non-tribals,
who are perceived as treating the tribals condescendingly. The fact that the
distances between health facilities and residences are considerable and the

transport system is poor, further, adds to the community’s reluctance in adopting
the modern health care system.

Problem of the Study

Keeping the above things in backdrop, the present study attempts to find
out the health seeking behaviour practice of the Juangs residing in Keonjhar district
and the traditional healing methods adopted by them to cure the diseases. In this

paper, the study also portrays Juang people’s perception towards health, illness,
disease, medicines, rituals and the practitioner who works as healer.

In relation to this, the traditional healing practices and use of ethno-medicine
is regarded as the major remedial initiatives towards the health related problems
of the tribal people. The ethno-medical perspective focuses on health beliefs and
practices, cultural values, and social roles. Originally limited to study of primitive
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or folk medicine, ethno-medicine has come to mean the health mai
of any society. Health ethnographies encompass beliefs, knowl
of specialists and lay people; the roles of healers, patients or cl
members; the implements, techniques, and pharmacopoeias of
and economic aspects of health practices; and symbolic an
components of the experience of illness. Hence the present study focuses on

acquiring understanding about the health perceptions, traditional healing practice
and ethno-medicinal knowledge of the Juangs of Keonjhar.

Literature Review '

The increasing attention which traditional knowledge is receiving by
academia and the development institutions has not yet led to a unanimous
perception of the concept of indigenous knowledge. None of the definitions is
essentially contradictory; they overlap in many aspects. Warren (1991) and Flavier
(1995) present typical definitions by suggesting: Indigenous knowledge (IK) is
the local knowledge - knowiedge that is unique to a given culture or society. IK
contrasts with the international knowledge system generated by universities,
research institutions and private firms. It is the basis for local-level decision making
in agriculture, health care, food preparation, education, natural resource
management, and a host of other activities in rural communities. (Warren 1991).

For the people to whom IK is an integral part of daily life, the discussion on
how IK is defined is relevant, of course, but less compelling. They, of course, have
their own words and terms to refer to ancient knowledge, or to particular local
Practices. IK can refer to the knowledge belonging to a specific ethnic group.
‘Indigenous knowledge is the local knowledge that is unique to a given culture or
Society. It is the basis for local-level decision-making in agriculture, health care,
food Preparation, education, natural resource management, and a host of other
activities in rural communities.” Another useful definition appears quite
4ppropriate: ‘Indigenous knowledge is the information base for a society, which
facilitates communication and decision-making.

®thnobotanical studies act a link between botany and tribal knowledge concerning
mMedicina] properties of plants. Ancient literature such as Rigveda and
Atharvaveda, along with several post-vedic treatise viz. Charakasamhitha,
$UShruthasammma, Dhanwanthari Nighantu etc. are the important sources of
nformation on medicinal plants.
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A health system encompasses many areas: perceptions and classifications of
health problems, preventive measures, diagnosis, healing (magical, religious,
scientific, healing substances), and healers. Ethnomedicine has expanded its focus
to include topics such as perceptions of the body, culture and disability, and
change in indigenous or “traditional” healing systems, especially as resulting from
globalization. In the 1960s, when the term ethno-medicine first came into use, it
referred only to non-western health systems and was synonymous with the now
abandoned term, the primitive medicine. The early use of the term was ethnocentric.
Contemporary Western Biomedicine (WBM), a healing approach based on modern
Western science that emphasizes technology in diagnosing and treating health
problems related to the human body, is an ethnomedical system, too. Medical
anthropologists now study WBM as a cultural system intimately bound to Western
values. Thus, the current meaning of the term ethnomedicine encompasses health
systems everywhere.

Tribal communities in general and primitive tribal groups in particular are
highly disease prone. Also they do not have required access to basic health facilities.
They are most exploited, neglected, and highly vulnerable to diseases with high
degree of malnutrition, morbidity and mortality (Balgir, 2004). Their misery is
compounded by poverty, illiteracy, ignorance of causes of diseases, hostile"
environment, poor sanitation, lack of safe drinking water and blind beliefs, etc.
The chief causes of high maternal mortality rate are found to be poor nutritional
status, low hemoglobin (anemia), unhygienic and primitive practices for
parturition. Average calorie as well as protein consumption is found is below the
recommended level for the pregnant as well as lactating women. Some of the
preventable diseases such as tuberculosis, malaria, gastroenteritis, filariasis,
measles, tetanus, whooping cough, skin diseases (scabies), etc. are also high among
the tribals. Some of the diseases of genetic origin reported to be occurring in the
Indian tribal population are sickle cell anemia, alpha- and beta-thalassemia,
glucose-6-phosphate dehydrogenase (G6PD) deficiency, etc. (Balgir, 2004b). Night
blindness, sexually transmitted diseases are well known public health problems
of tribals in India. | :

In relation to this, the traditional healing practices and use of ethnomedicine
is regarded as the major remedial initiatives towards the health related problems
of the tribal people. The ethnomedical perspective focuses on health beliefs and
practices, cultural values, and social roles. Originally limited to study of primitive
or folk medicine, ethnomedicine has come to mean the health maintenance system
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of any society. Health ethnographies encompass beliefs, knowledge, and values
of specialists and lay people; the roles of healers, patients or clients, and family
members; the implements, techniques, and pharmacopoeias of specialists; legal
and economic aspects of health practices; and symbolic and interpersonal
components of the experience of illness. Hence the present study focuses on

acquiring understanding about the traditional healing practice and ethno-
medicinal knowledge of the Juangs of Keonjhar.

Objectives

As the study aimed at understanding the health perceptions of Juangs as

well as to assess the indigenous method of healing practice and diagnosis, the
major objectives of the study are:

1. Tofind out the perception of health and illness among the Juangs of Keonjhar
and to describe the indigenous knowledge of healing.

2. To assess the perception of Juangs about the causes of diseases and the
preventive measures to eliminate diseases.

3. To understand and describe the traditional healing practice and ethno-
medicinal knowledge prevailed by the Juangs of Keonjhar

Methods and Materials

The present study was conducted in “Ghungi” and “Kundhei” villages of
Kodipasa Grampanchayat of Banspal block of the Keonjhar district. The villages
are located in the Gonasika hills which is the border area of Banspal block and
almost 25 kilometers away from the district headquarter. The villages are
surrounded by Dhanbeni Niyanandapur mountains. However, both of the villages
are located in the district of Kalahandi which is traditionally known as the
homeland of the Juanga tribe.

The methodological stance for the study was qualitative and the research
design was of descriptive type as the study targeted to understand and
conceptualise the perception of Juangs towards health and illness. The tools that
were used for the data collection was semi-structured interview, case study and

focused group discussions where as elderly members, shamans and beneficiaries
were the respondents for the study.

Socio-economic Profile of Juangs

Juangs are a Particulary Vulnerable Tribal Group (PVTG) of people of
the Munda ethnic group found mainly in the Gonsaika hill range
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of Keonjhar district of Odisha, India. Some Juangs, however migrated tq
neighbouring plains of Dhenkanal district of Odisha during the Bhuiyan revol
in late 19th century. Most of the Juangs live in Keonjhar district. They are estimated
to amount in all to about 10,000. The Juang language belongs to the Munda
family of the Austro-Asiatic languages. The Juang claimed to have no traditions
connecting them with any other race, and they repudiated all connection with
the Hos or the Santals, declaring themselves as the true aborigines. Their tradition
claims that the place where the tribe originated from the earth are the Gonasika

Hills, near Keonjhar, at the source of the Baitarani River. They were
initially hunter-gatherers and seasonal cultivators.

The Juang traditional huts measure about 6 ft. by 8 ft., with very low
doorways. The interior was divided into two compartments. In the first of these
the father and all the females of a family lived together; the second was used as a
store-room. The boys had a separate hut at the entrance to the village,
the Majang or dormitory which served as a guest-house and general assembly
place where the musical instruments of the village were kept. Their traditional
folk dance included vigorous dances mimicking birds and other animals. Formerly
the Juang used to be also known as Patuas, literally “leaf-wearers”.

Perception of Health and Illness among Juangs

For a Juang person, generally good health means a state or condition where
a person posses enough capacity to do work effectively, whenever they feel unable
to work due to some kind of uneasiness they consider it as affected by disease.
According to the Juangs, the disease may affect the person due to some hostile
spirit and also for the violation of taboo. The belief of individual and community
at large depend on their relationship with unseen forces which influence human
affairs. Thus disease is believed to be spiritually caused and should therefore be
treated spiritually according to recognized system of diagnosis and cure. .

On the basis of the findings received from the data collected from Kundhei
and Ghungi villages, it was observed that there were several diseases that were
commonly found among the Juang people. These are malaria diarrohea, cough,
fever, headache, menstrual problem and woundness. The following table gives 2
glimpse about the diseases commonly found among the Juangs.

Causes of Diseases and Mode of Treatment among the Juangs

The Raaudias (Medicine Men) of the Juang have pointed out some specific
causes for the diseases creating bad health condition for the people. According to
the Raaudias, the causes of resulting diseases can be categorized into three major
groups, such as, (i) Supernatural Causes, (ii) Human Agencies and (iii) Natural

Causes.

1) Supematural Causes

The supernatural causes refer to the dissati_sfaction of God towards the
people which results into various diseases. The Juangs of Kundhei and Ghungi
village believe that Belief in supernatural being occupies an essential part of their
society and culture. The Juangs also worshipped a number of deities to obtain
security from natural calamities, diseases, epidemics and drought, etc. They also

believe that various cosmic forces like sun, moon, rahu, ketu, and others maintain

human life.
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According to them the diseases are caused due to wrath of deities and evi]
spirits

Wrath of Deities:

The Juangs of Kundhei and Ghungi villages believe that for maintaining
the general well being and prosperity of the members of the hamlet, they have to
keep a good harmonious relationship with gods and ancestral spirits. The lack of
worship will incur the wrath of gods. In each and every village there is a
deity inside the village named “Gramadevi” or “Gramsiri”. The Gramadevi was
under “Karata” tree just at the middle of the Kundhei village. The deity is known
as “Kundheipat” worshipped by the village members in order to protect the villagers.

According to the villagers, the diseases like chicken pox, small pox, measles,
are caused due to the wrath of god and goddesses.

If one eats anything without offering it to god at first, then he/she may
suffer from disease. Therefore the Juangs observe the festival like “Amba Nuakhia”
in the month of march-April before the first eating of mango fruit.

Evil Spirits:

Like many other tribes, the Juangs of the Kundhei village have an unshakable
belief that evil spirits are always present as a part of their surrounding, for which
they fear that they may bring disease, death, destruction to their life. The evil
spirits are perpetuated and appeased by offering sacrifices through magical
practices. The different types of evil spirits are the dead ancestors, ghosts of people
and certain unknown spirits.

If the post funeral of a person are not conducted properly and in due time
their spirits are believed to be revolving around his relatives. They sometimes

have a shadowy appearance and come in dreams.

Those people who are very much attached to their societal life and due to
dissatisfaction and frustration commits suicide or who have intense hatred for
some or pregnant women who die in an unusual manner, etc, become ghost after
their death.

They are believed to live in different groups, neem trees, banyan trees
tamarind tree, peepal tree, cremation grounds and at sites of streams. Such places
are generally avoided at night. Have their appearance during mid night .Their
appearance on full moon night is highly inauspicious.
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They often a

Ppear in the form which they possessed hen alive or in the
form of a wild cat o

rany other animal. If one is frightened by seeing its appearance,
then the evil Spirits come with them. Their main victims are young girl, pregnant
women, women who has just given birth to the baby.

They can be removed from the body by the magico-religious activities,
(i) Human Agencies

There are some diseases which are caused by human agencies like: sorcery,
witchcraft, evil eye, breach of taboo made in the past or present.

Sorcery:

In a tribal society, sorcery and witchcraft are present in the religious belief
of the people. These are considered as anti social activities deserving strong
condemnation by a community. Those who practiced or performed such activities

are despised, though also feared. Juang of the study village are less strongly
influenced by sorcery.

Evil Eye:

Some individuals are believed to have the tendency to cast or spell on others
justby looking at them. The victim faces misfortune. The evil eye is more commonly
feared form of sorcery. Since it is supposed to be easier to practice, infants and
small children are said to be particularly at risk from a certain type of female
spirit which is named as “Dahani”. If a women during her pregnancy or a women
while delivering her baby dies, then her spirit is referred as “Dahani”, They
commonly attack pregnant women, small children.

During the study in villages a Case Study of Dasada Juang (2 years) was
discovered. She was ill and was suffering from d ysentery. She was taken to the
Raulia of the village named suka Juang. He chanted mantra and provided a charm
and herbal root to make the girl healthy. After this the child was well and healthy.

(iii) Natural Causes:

/' The people of the study village also have a belief other than supernatural

“causes and human agencies. There are also natural causes of diseases. There are
some common diseases like fever, headache, cough, stomach pain, etc, are caused
due to some natural causes. Natural causes of diseases are divided into 3 categories:

»  Environmental and climatic causes
»  Nutritional causes
»  Other causes
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Environmental Causes:

Man is a biological being. He totally depends on the environment and its
surrounding. Juangs are the most primitive tribal group. They live m the dense
forest and hilly areas .so the environmental condition of their is something different
from us. It is also responsible in order to create some specific diseases. Under
environmental the following points may come:

Climatic Condition:

The climatic condition of the area is sub tropical monsoonal type with hot
summer from march — may when the temperature rises up to 41-45 degree Celsius,
So in summer people usually the small children suffers from boils, scares,
headache, fever, etc .In winter season, which is from December — February, daily
temperature falls to 13 degree Celsius .So there is extreme cold for which people
suffers from fever, skin cracking, cough, cold, tooth ache, etc. In rainy season, it

rain heavily which makes the area breeding ground for mosquitoes .Due to which
people suffer from malaria

Accidents and Natural Calamity:

As the environment is surrounded by forests and wild animals like bear,
elephant, snakes, etc sometimes enter into the village and cause many harms.ome
diseases occur accidentally such as snake bite, insect bite in the field and forest,
wound from animals attack,etc .Their environment bound them to work inside
the forest to collect firewood ,to do agriculture work like shifting cultivation, etc.

Healing Practice and Diagnosis

The study in Kundhei and Ghungi villages have found that the Shaman
(Medicine Man) of the Kundhei and Ghungi villages work as a traditional healer
in the village who diagnose almost all sorts of diseases

prevailed among the Juangs.
Locally they are called as “Baida” or “Raaudia”

by the Juangs.

During the study in Kundhei and Ghungj villages, three Shamans named
as Suka Juanga (age: 70 years), Nata Juanga (age: 58 years) and Lakshman Baskey
(age: 52year) were found who work as traditional healers for the inhabitants.!

They are the well known healers who diagnose people from the village and
neighbouring localities. |

They collect several herbs, roots and leaves and use them as medicine to

treat the diseases. The following table gives a glimpse about the diseases and their
diagnosis done by the healers in Juangs.

8. Conclusion and Suggestive Remarks

Health systems everywhere are facing accelerated change in the face of
globalization, which includes the spread of Western capitalism as well as new
diseases and new medical technologies. The “new infectious diseases” are a
challenge to health-care systems in terms of prevention and treatment. Diseases
of development are health problems caused by development projects that change
the physical and social environments, such as dams and mines. The spread of
Western biomedicine to many non- Western contexts is a major direction of
change. As a consequence, medical pluralism exists in all countries. The availability
of Western patent medicines has had substantial positive effects, but widespread
overuse and self-medication can result in negative health consequences for
individuals and the emergence of drug-resistant disease strains. Applied, or
clinical, medical anthropologists play several roles in improving health systems.
They may inform medical care providers of more appropriate forms of treatment,
guide local people about their increasingly complex medical choices, help prevent
health problems through changing detrimental practices, or improve public health
communication by making it more culturally informed and effective.

The healing practice Juang of Keonjhar gives a glimpse of both continuity
and change. This practice of treatment and diagnosis posses several uniqueness
in terms of the Indigenous Knowledge and its requirement for the development
of the community. Thus, this traditional practice needs to conserved, protected
as well as promoted for the sake of betterment of the entire community.
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USE OF MOTHER TONGUE AS A LANGUAGE
OF INSTRUCTION IN EARLY YEARS OF
SCHOOL TO MAKE LEARNING EASY

Abstract: In many ST (Scheduled Tribe) based schools in Odisha
with special reference to Kalinga Institute of Social Science
(KISS), mother tongue is the language of instruction used to
impart indigenous education in children. It is also used to
transmit and preserve culture from generation to generation.
Language policy states that mother tongue should be used as
language of instruction in early years of school to ensure smooth
transition from home to school. This paper presents the outcome
of Mother Tongue Based Multilingual Education project to
establish whether mother tongue is being used as the language
of instruction in early years of school and the steps taken to
address the issue.

Key words: Mother tongue, preserving culture, tribal culture.

Introduction

India is a land of huge linguistic and cultural diversity. Language situations
in the country vary from one place to another, even within small geographic and
administrative units like a district. An analysis of Census 2001 data’ shows that
almost 35% of the districts in the country are linguistically heterogeneous, i.e.
more than 20% of the district’s population speak a language different from the
major language identified in that district. Language use patterns are complex
and constantly changing. Only very few remote areas dominated by some tribal

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groups are mainly monolingual with little influence on other languages. A large
number of children in India are introduced to their first day in school, in a
language that they do not understand at all or understand partially. This is not
the case only for children belonging to tribal groups, but the standard regional
language used at school is quite alien even for those children who are identified
as speakers of that language or its dialect. It is also true for many children who
attend English Medium Schools now-a-days.

Children who study through a language that they don’t understand
obviously suffer a great learning disadvantage which is really difficult to
compensate for prevailing teaching process in our schools. In the context of children
belonging to a very different ethnic, linguistic and cultural group, there are
additional elements of neglect or discrimination that operate at school. The school
culture and the content in the textbooks have no similarity with these children’s
everyday existence. A majority of parents of such children have little or no formal
schooling and cannot offer any home support. Also, they are socio-economically
and politically powerless. Teachers are often from a different community and do
not have much of an understanding and sympathy for the difficulties faced by
these children.

The Constitution of India (Article 350A) supports the use of children’s mother
tongue in primary education, and the National Curriculum Framework (NCERT,
2005) views the use of the mother tongue as the medium of instruction as a
necessary precondition for quality education.

This paper discusses the Odisha’s complex linguistic diversity in the
educational context; the issues, challenges, and possible solutions of language
use in the classroom in a multilingual school/society. As various approaches to
use of language in education are explored, it is high time to consider which practices
will contribute most to the educational advancement of all children, particularly
those from linguistic minorities who are the most disadvantaged.

Odisha is a multilingual and multi cultural state in nature and having 62
different tribes and more than 100 castes and sub-castes communities having
their own traditions, culture, languages and belief in their own world. As they
are found dispersed throughout, any specific geographical location can’t be
identified as an exclusive tribal area of a particular group. It means, no village is
in fact there that accommodates an exclusive tribal stock with its spoken language-
A particular language also has dialectical nuances making the same tribal group
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use the same language with difference in articulation. Examples are found among
the Dongria Kondha group living in both sides of Niyamagiri mountain range in
the district of Rayagada. Dialectical difference is characterized by the Bonda tribal
group living in the Konda kambhu mountain top and foot hill respectively. It

means the ethnic language of the same tribe varies subject to the gravitational
pull of the inhibitive area.

The problems in our state system of primary education where Govt run
three types of schools one by S & ME Department, second by ST & SC Dev.
Department and third the pre primary by W & CD Department. The students
enrolled in S & ME schools are from the nearby feeder villages where the students
generally come from a common cultural and linguistic group. But in case of Schools
run by ST & SC Development Department, the students enrolled are not from the
nearby feeder villages but come from different villages having varietiey of
languages & culture. This situation creats a complexity for teachers coming from
main stream culture thus unable to understand the languages of the newly entered
kids in the schools due to which a gap develops between teachers and students
and ultimately the students become shy. Besides above there are some schools
run by NGOs/Private body/ Corporate/Trust where the students enrolled are to

learn the language of the concerned school. But these schools are very few in
numbers.

Mother Tongue based Multilingual education is an approach in which
children start learning in their mother tongue in early grades with a gradual
transition to a state of learning other languages. It is also an approach to bridge
the gap between home and school language. Mother Tongue based learning
validates the child’s home culture and traditional knowledge which helps them

for further learning. Ignoring mother tongue intervention in early childhood for
tribal children indirectly hampers the early childhood learning process.

Mother tongue-based multi-lingual education (MLE) is a method of education
in'which the children’s mother tongue is used as medium of transaction in the
classroom. Children begin their education in a language they understand, their
mother tongue, and develop a strong foundation in their mother language. This
strong foundation in the mother language provides a good bridge to learning a
second language more effectively (Malone, 2005). “The level of development of
children’s mother tongue is a strong predictor of their second language
development. Children who have a solid foundation in their mother tongue
develop strong literacy abilities in their school language.” (Cummins, 2000:4).
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Through mother tongue-based MLE, the constraints and difficulties that tribal
children face in realizing their education rights, can be effectively addressed

basing education on the culture, language and living environment of tribal people,
A strong education foundation

.. begins in the language the learners know best, their mother tongue;

.. builds on the knowledge and experience they bring to the classroom, and
.. encourages them to gain confidence in themselves.
A good bridge

.. enables the learners to gain competence and confidence.
.. in using the new language(s) for communication and learning

. without forcing them to abandon their [mother] language and culture.
(Malone, 2005:4)

Benefits of mother tongue-based MLE

Through mother tongue-based MLE, the constraints and difficulties that Adivasi
children face in realising their education rights, can be effectively addressed by

basing education on the culture, language and living environment of Adivasi
people.

“[Pllace roots individuals in the social and cultural soils from which they have
sprung together, holding them there in the grips of a shared identity, a localized

version of selfhood ... [S]elfhood and placehood are completely intertwined”
(Basso, 1996 in Gruenewald, 2003:626).

Education recognises the identity of Adivasi people reflecting their social and
cultural values.

As a result, mother tongue-based multi-lingual education will produce better and
more successful learners who are bilingual, biliterate and bicultural (Malone, 2005)-

Bilingual: Learners are confident and comfortable using their mother tongue
and second lanuage in everyday interactions and learning.

Bilingual children perform better in school when the school effectively teaches
the mother tongue and ... develops literacy in that language.

By contrast, when children are encouraged to reject their mother tongue and,

consequently, its development stagnates, their personal and conceptual foundation
for learning is undermined.

(Cummins, 2000:5)
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Bi-literate: Learners are able to read and write their mother tongue and second
language fluently. They have access to more information and more opportunities
in lives. More than 150 research studies conducted during the past 35 years
strongly support ... [that t]he person who knows

only one language does not truly know that language. The research suggests that
bilingual ... [and biliterate] ...children may also develop more flexibility in their

thinking as a result of processing information through two different languages.
(Cummins, 2000:4)

Bi-cultural: Learners develop a better understanding of their own culture and
community as well of other’ culture and community. They are confident and
comfortable interacting with people from outside their community.

Mother tongue Based Multilingual Education (MTBMLE): A case study from
Kalinga Institute of Social Science (KISS).

The Language Context of Odisha: Kalinga Institute of Social Sciences (KISS)

India, known for its diversity and rich cultural heritage, is also characterized
by individual as well as societal multilingualism, and to this extent every state
has government run schools where the medium of instruction is in the official
state language. However, Odisha is home to more than 62 tribes including 13
particularly vulnerable tribal groups, who speak their own dialects which are
entirely different from mainstream Odia. This, coupled with difficult geographical,
demographic and socio cultural factors make it difficult for children from tribal
communities to learn mainstream languages. Thus, when children from these
tribal groups come into mainstream schooling, learning becomes a challenge as
they do not understand the language which is the medium of instruction.

Taking all these factors into consideration and towards achieving its
commitment to fulfil Millennium Development Goal of ensuring quality education
to all students, Kalinga Institute of Social Sciences (KISS), in collaboration with
Bernard van Leer Foundation (BVLF), has initiated and demonstrated a successful
Mother Tongue based multilingual Early Childhood education initiative to
overcome the challenge of language as a barrier in classroom learning within its
premises. This program not only aims to improve the quality of education of
children getting enrolled into KISS, but also aims to be the first Centre of Excellence
on mother tongue based early childhood education in the state. The program
aims to make holistic mainstream education more accessible to young tribal
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children by introducing: A Transition Curriculum: an innovative pedagogic
initiative, teaching and learning tools in tribal dialects. It also aims to become a
nodal centre for tribal mother tongue based education in the state, promoting
knowledge exchange, advocacy and collaborations.

Kalinga Institute of Social Sciences (KISS) hosted 25000 tribal children with
an aim to provide quality education. Students from 62 tribal communities
including 13 PTGs enrolled in the KISS are coming under 22 languages, with
varieties of vernaculars they speak having their own cultural identity. These
languages as a whole, cultures are strongly associated with their identity and
ethnicity. Out of the total students reading in KISS, 705 kids were admitted in
Class-1 during this academic year, who represents the three linguistic groups,
were facing severe language problem while interacting with their new friends
considering their age group. Their interaction was confined to their parents,
family members, neighbours and to some extent rare outsiders only. The
environment after admitting in KISS school is a challenge for administering them
where the child interfaces with a variety of languages in one place which is
completely new to the child. To bridge the gap between the home languages and
the school language and accommodate the mindset of the kids, an attempt has
been made by introducing a developed teacher’s hand book, transition curriculum
and well trained teachers taking a time period of 90 days.

The language used by these tribal students and the language being used in
curriculum are completely different. This, coupled with difficult geographical,
demographic and socio cultural factors make it difficult for children from tribal
communities to learn mainstream languages. Thus, when children from these
tribal groups come into mainstream schooling, learning becomes a challenge as
they do not understand the language which is the medium of instruction.
Instruction through a language that learners do not speak has been called
“submersion” because it is analogous to holding learners under water without
teaching them how to swim. Compounded by chronic difficulties such as low
levels of teacher education, poorly designed, inappropriate curricula and lack of
adequate school facilities, submersion makes both learning and teaching extremely
difficult, particularly when the language of instruction is also foreign to the teacher-

Mother tongue - based multilingual programs promote the use of the mother
tongue in the early years so that students can acquire and develop literacy skills
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inaddition to understanding and participating in the classroom. It offers significant
pedagogical advantages, and when children are offered opportunities to learn in
their mother tongue, they are more likely to enrol and succeed in school and their

parents are more likely to communicate with teachers and participate in their
children’s learning.

Taking all these factors into consideration and towards achieving its
commitment to fulfil Millennium Development Goal of ensuring quality education
to all students and to meet the challenges, KISS has taken initiative to promote
Mother Tongue based Multilingual Education, supported by Bernard van Leer
Foundation (BvLF), with the following initiatives:

* Development of culture specific folk stories, riddles, songs etc.

®  Development of appropriate child friendly & culture specific Teaching
Learning Materials

» Capacity Building of the teachers on MLE classroom management.

° Celebration of the tribe specific festivals to preserve cultural identity of the
children

° Established language lab to support and guide teachers with different
techniques, innovations and handholding support

What is the main problem to be addressed :

If teaching is imparted in a language that the tribal child does not know,
the child sits in the classroom for first two/three years without understanding
much of the communication. He or she may sit inside the classroom without
understanding and learning anything of the subjects that is taught by the teachers.
Again, since the curriculum, the reference course materials, publication dd not
have any resemblance with the tribal culture, the childn finds it difficult to
understand what he/she is taught. Due to this reason many children leave school
early; as the learning process becomes very difficult and the child not even
understand properly what teachers are teaching. They can’t even learn to read
and write in Odia language because aspiration and pronunciation is totally
different in Odia as compared to their Mother Tongue. That is why mother tongue
based education is vital for the children to understand the teaching process in
early stages and to bridge the gap between home and school language.

A pool of master trainers to be created for adequate multilingual training.

MLE in Odisha and KISS in particular can reasonably claim as a substantial

success. It has inspired MLE movement in different parts of the globe. Transition

curriculum, teachers handbook and many more materials developed here may

be a small but decisive beginning but implementation part is yet to be done. This

can actually emphasize the quality and stability of the approach and a way

forward.
